#20 Wrestling Wins 9-of-10 Matches to Down Host CS Fullerton, 37-4  

Sun Devils conclude opening weekend road trip with two dominating wins in 
California  

Nov. 15, 2009  

TEMPE - The No. 20 Arizona State University wrestling team concluded its first weekend of action on 
the road Sunday as the Sun Devils won 9-of-10 matches to easily defeat host CS Fullerton, 37-4, at a 
dual held inside Titan Gym in Fullerton, Calif. The Sun Devils, who defeated UC Davis, 38-6, on 
Friday, improved to 2-0 overall and 2-0 in the Pac-10 Conference while the Titans slipped to 0-2 
overall and 0-2 in the league. 

Of the nine matches won by the Sun Devils, five produced bonus points, giving ASU bonus point in 
11 of its 17 wins on the weekend. Overall, eight individuals exited the weekend with perfect 2-0 
records including four Sun Devils that won both of their matches by major decision or better. Those 
individuals included Anthony Robles at 125 (two technical falls), Ben Ashmore at 133 (forfeit and pin), 
Vicente Varela at 149 (pin and major) and Eric Starks at 174 (two major decisions). 

The dual with the Titans opened at 165 pounds and Kyle DeBerry put the Sun Devils ahead for good 
as he built a 6-2 lead midway through the second period before pinning Blake Ginbsburg in 4:18 to 
give the visitors a quick 6-0 lead. At 174, Starks took a 6-1 lead through two periods and finished with 
an 11-1 major decision over Todd Noel to push the advantage to 10-0. Jake Meredith extended the 
lead to 13-0 after his 8-3 decision over Mark Savalle at 184 pounds. 

The hosts picked up their only win of the afternoon at 197 pounds with Dylan Klink scoring an 11-1 
major decision over Michael Hawkins, cutting the lead to 13-4. Heavyweight Erik Nye got the Sun 
Devils back on track, however, as he took a 2-0 lead through the first period and fought off a 
takedown at the end of the match for the 3-2 win. 

Leading 16-4, the Sun Devils added 11 more over the next two matches as No. 3 Robles recorded a 
22-5 technical fall over Andre Gonzalez before Ashmore stuck Eddie Garcia at 6:15 of the 133 match 
after leading 10-2 through the first two periods. With a 27-4 lead, the Sun Devils added three more 
hard-earned points at 141 as No. 5 Chris Drouin needed a late takedown to come back from an early 
2-1 deficit for a 7-5 win over Adin Duenas. Varela added his second bonus point win of the weekend 
one match later as he took the 149 contest with a 17-4 major decision over Mario DeCaro before Te 
Edwards closed out the team victory with a 14-8 decision over Nick Jordan. 

ASU remains on the road next weekend with a pair of clashes with nationally ranked Big 12 teams as 
the Sun Devils meet No. 5 Oklahoma State at 7 p.m. CT in Stillwater, Okla., on Friday night before 
facing No. 16 Oklahoma on Sunday at 2 p.m. CT in Norman, Okla.

#20 Sun Devil Wrestling Blasts UC Davis in Season Opener, 38-6  

Arizona State wins 8-of-10 matches with six producing bonus points in first 
dual of year  

Nov. 13, 2009  

TEMPE - The Arizona State University wrestling team won eight matches in a row with six of those 
victories producing bonus points to easily down host UC Davis in Davis, Calif., on Friday night to 
open the 2009-10 season and give new head coach Shawn Charles a win in his debut with the 
program. Ranked No. 20 in the nation according to the National Wrestling Coaches Association 
(NWCA), the Sun Devils are now 1-0-0 on the season and 1-0-0 in the Pac-10 Conference while the 
Aggies fell to 0-1-0 and 0-1-0 in the conference. 

The dual opened at heavyweight with Sun Devil senior Erik Nye dropping a tough 4-3 decision to 
Ricky Alcala, spotting the hosts an early 3-0 lead before ASU took over. Starting with the 125-pound 
match, the Sun Devils won eight in a row and took the lead for good with its first victory of the night as 
No. 3 Anthony Robles scored a 20-3 technical fall over Mark Jay Acosta to put ASU on top, 4-3. 

After Ben Ashmore won his Sun Devil debut at 133 pounds by forfeit to put ASU on top, 10-3, No. 5 
Chris Drouin added to the lead as he defeated Justin Arredondo in the 141-pound match with a 17-1 
technical fall. The Sun Devils picked up wins in the next two matches win pins as Vicente Varela 
stuck Randall Watts in 2:30 and Te Edwards pinned Trevor Machado-Ching in 4:42. 

Leading 28-3, the visitors tacked on 10 more points over the next three matches, first with Kyle 
DeBerry taking a 10-4 decision over David Watts at 165. From there, Eric Starks won the Sun Devilsô 
sixth bonus-point match as he scored a 16-3 major decision over Joshua Esparza before Jake 
Meredith took a 4-1 decision over Stephan Hampton at 184. In the final match of the night, UCDôs 
Rory McBryde spoiled the debut of Michael Hawkins as the Sun Devilsô redshirt freshman lost a 3-2 
decision to bring the final score to 38-6 in favor of ASU. 

With the win, the Sun Devils improved their all-time record to 5-0-0 against the Aggies with a perfect 
3-0-0 mark in duals held in Davis while making Charles the fourth Sun Devil coach to win his debut. 
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ASU also improved to 35-13-0 all-time in its first dual of the year and 32-16-0 in its first road dual of 
the year while improving to 28-4-1 all-time in its first Pac-10 dual of the year and 23-5-0 in its first 
conference road dual of the season. 

The Sun Devils will remain on the road this weekend for a second Pac-10 dual as they travel to 
Fullerton, Calif., for a 2 p.m. PT contest with CS Fullerton inside Titan Gym.

            BOISE, Idaho - The first NWCA/USA Today Division I Team Coaches Poll was released on 
Tuesday (Nov. 11), which ranked the Boise State wrestling team as the eighth best team in the nation 
to start the season. The NWCA/USA Today Coaches Poll Committee is made up of one coach from 
each Division I conference. 

            Boise State was voted in at No. 8 by receiving 190 points in the poll. Points are awarded for 
each ranking that a team is given by a voter. A No. 1 ranking is worth 25 points, while a No. 25 
ranking is worth 1 point. The University of Iowa was voted the unanimous No. 1 with 275 points. 

            The Broncos are 1-0 so far this season following a 40-3 win over the University of Great Falls - 
Montana in their home opener last Friday (Nov. 6). Boise State is off the mat until Nov. 22 when the 
Broncos travel to Corvallis, Ore. for a pair of duals against the University of Wisconsin and Oregon 
State.

Coach Jim Zalesky  
Thoughts on the team this year... 
 
"I think there's a lot of youth there, but one good thing about it is itôs good youth. Some of the guys 
like at 141 pounds, Mike Mangrum who redshirt last year, coming out of his recruiting class he was 
ranked number five in the country. He won two national titles before at the junior level. There's tough 
guys, freshman and sophomores, so I look at our line, and we possibly have seven or eight of our 
guys that are freshman and sophomores, but I think they're going to be competitive."  
  
On RJ Pena's high school record coming into college.. 
  
"One thing that we've done to build the program is bring guys in and redshirt them unless they can 
make a difference in the program. He's one of those guys that might be able to make a difference for 
us this year so we'll look at him this weekend ï we have a tournament this weekend at Southern 
Oregon ï so we'll look at how he competes down there. He's looked good in the room and the weight 
class. The weight class isn't a really deep weight class on a national level, so if we feel he's the 
difference on our team going from one level to the next then we'll probably look at using him."  
  
On transfers coming iné 
  
ñWe came out here when the program was a little down and recruited them, but they thought the 
grass was greener someplace else. They found out it wasnôt. They see what weôre doing here, the 
kind of kids weôre bringing in and they wanted to come back and be a part of here. I always tell 
recruits the closer you are to your support system, the easier it is. Itôs tough going away sometimes ï 
you have your parents and family and friends and they canôt watch you wrestle ï but here they can.ò 
  
Quality of high school wrestling programs in the Northwest... 
  
"When I came out here I thought there were good quality kids. We look at three states really. We look 
at Oregon, we look at Washington and we look at California. We feel those three states are our main 
recruiting areas that we can get a team that can compete on a national level." 
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On the scheduleé 
  
ñI love it. Itôs a tough schedule. We want to wrestle a tough schedule. One of the things that has 
changed in the last year is that you can go to the Pac-10 tournament and already be qualified. The 
qualifying system is based on how you do during the year, so how you do in November and 
December and in January counts. Right off the bat we have Boise State and Wisconsin, two top 10 
teams in some polls. We go to Las Vegas and will see a lot of competition there and the Midlands 
tournament where weôll see great individuals there. Weôre going to see all the top teams during the 
year, and thatôs what you have to have.ò 
  
On the weigh classesô strengthé 
  
ñI feel this is the first year weôre going to be competitive in every weight class. When you look at line 
up, you look at holes. I donôt feel we have any holes this year. I feel like any weight class we can put 
a guy out there to compete with whoever theyôre wrestling.ò 
  
On the importance of the Endowment Fund Meeté 
  
ñItôs a great meet because you have two top programs coming in. For us, itôs good to put our team on 
the map. Right now, weôre not on the map. You look at the top-ranked teams, and weôre not there. We 
feel we should be, but we have to earn it. Weôre looking to those first two meets to prove ourselves 
and get in the rankings and start climbing the rankings as a team.ò 
  
On having the only Division I status in the stateé 
  
ñIôd rather see Oregon having to start a program, and Portland State. If youôre the only program here, 
you have to build it up so hopefully more people look to get wrestling back. Washington has great 
wrestling. They donôt have Division I wrestling programs up there, no four-year wrestling programs, so 
we can get some of the best kids there. We just have to do our job here, and hopefully that raises 
awareness of wrestling at a collegiate level.ò 
  
On getting transfers, and giving them opportunitiesé 
  
ñItôs a testament to your program when you want people to come back and transfer to your program. 
We got Jason Lara, who transferred here. He went to Michigan his first year and transferred back 
here. When we get those guys back, you just want to make sure you do your homework and make 
sure they fit in. Just watching him in high school, I knew [Ryan Smith} would fit in for us.ò 
   
Keegan Davis 
  
Thoughts about finishing out his senior season... 
  
ñI'm going down to 157 this year, and I think itôs going to be a good move. I was a little small for 165 
so they just want me where I'm going to be most competitive, I'm excited for the season especially 
with this group of guys, really tough guys. I'm looking forward to my last season at Oregon State.ò 
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Thoughts about wrestling with RJé 
  
ñHe came in when I was a senior, so he was just a little guy, I didnôt wrestle with him too much but he 
was on the team with me. Itôll be fun having him in the room this year. Heôs actually closer to my size

Baumbach (141) and Espericueta (157) both dropped 10-5 decisions to the Panthers, but the 
Cardinal bounced back as Kent (149), Amuchastegui (165) and Johnson (174) all posted solid wins 
for Stanford. Giesen registered a 10-2 major decision over Andy O'Loughlin to conclude the scoring 
for the Cardinal.

The David G. Bunning ô88 Head Coach for Harvard Wrestling Jay Weiss is excited for the 2009-10 
season. With a pair of two-time All-Americans, four battle tested sophomores and a trio of seniors 
with three years of starting experience returning and nine eager freshmen, why wouldnôt he be? 
 
Weiss added more than just freshmen to his wrestling family this season as he welcomed Sean 
Harrington to his coaching staff. ñIôm definitely excited about the group of wrestlers and coaches we 
have right now,ò Weiss said. ñSean brings a great deal of energy to the wrestling room. His 
enthusiasm and his past experiences combined with the coaching strengths of Pat Owen [third 
season] and Muzzafar Abdurakhmanov [second season] will go a long way in helping our team get to 
the next level.ò 
 
Also, helping the Crimson to new heights are senior co-captains Louis Caputo and J.P. OôConnor, 
who will lead the squad on and off the mat. The pair are two-time All-Americans with Caputo earning 
the honor in 2007 and 2009 and OôConnor taking home the award in 2007 and 2008. Caputo won 34 
matches last season and became the fifth Harvard wrestler to win 100 career matches. He finished 
eighth at the 2009 NCAA Championships at 184 pounds after taking third at the EIWA 
Championships. 
 
OôConnor won 32 matches last season at 157 pounds and advanced to the round of 12 at the NCAA 
Championships for the third time in his career. He is a three-time EIWA Championship finalist and 
three-time first-team All-Ivy League recipient. OôConnor is three victories away from 100 career wins. 
 
Harvard has more depth on the roster this year than in the past as Weiss has brought in back-to-back 
classes that are not only talented, but hard-working and dedicated to their sport. The Crimson will be 
able to fill several holes left by graduation and injury. 
 
In the lower weight classes, the Crimson will look for junior Fermin Mendez and freshmen Steven 
Keith, Chad Eason, Paul Liguori and Anthony Buxton to compete at 125, 133 and 141 pounds. The 
newcomers have combined for four state titles and numerous all-conference and all-district awards. 
 
OôConnor, sophomore Walter Peppelman, junior Michael Sadler and newcomers Nick Brazeau, 
Jackson Salovarra, Adam Hogue and Kyle Roy will grapple at 149, 157 and 165 pounds. Peppelman 
posted 21 victories at 149 pounds last winter. He won seven straight and went five matches without 
allowing a point. Sadler suited up 18 times for the Crimson a year ago splitting time at 165 and 174 
pounds. Hogue, a national prep champion and three-time National Prep All-American, should make 
an immediate impact. 
 
Caputo, sophomore Bryan Panzano, junior Andy Olsen and newcomer David Lalo will see time at 174 
and 184 pounds. Panzano wrestled in 16 matches for the Crimson last season and will compete with 
Lalo for the starting spot. Olsen, who saw limited time on the mat due to injury, should be a force to 
reckon with if he can stay healthy. 
 
Sophomores Sean Murphy and Spencer DeSena and senior Andrew Knapp will cover 197 pounds 
and heavyweight for the Crimson. Murphy competed in 20 matches at 197 last year and picked up his 
first collegiate pin. DeSena wrestled nine times for the Crimson, improving each time he stepped on 
the mat. Knapp won seven matches at heavyweight and knocked off the fifth-seeded Mike Spring of 
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Army at the EIWA Championship, where he had his best tournament of the season. 
 
Weiss has put together another challenging dual and tournament schedule to prepare the Crimson for 
what it refers to as the ñMarch Matnessò. Harvard opens the season at the Binghamton Open on Nov. 
15 and returns to the Bearcatsô arena the following week to take on nationally ranked Penn State and 
Northern Iowa. The Crimson travels to the Cliff Keen Las Vegas Invitational and the Midlands 
Championships in December and takes on Ivy League and EIWA foes in January and February. The 
team opens up the month of March at the EIWA Championships and closes out the season at the 
NCAA Championships in Obama, Neb. 
 
ñWe have raised our level of competition over the last few years and this year is no exception,ò Weiss 
added. ñI am anxious to see how we perform in the second half with the change in the academic 
calendar. We are usually coming out of exams at the end of January and in the past that has affected 
our performance. I think these changes will benefit our training cycle so we can be more prepared for 
the end of the year.ò

BINGHAMTON, N.Y. ï Senior co-captain J.P. OôConnor was one of five Crimson grapplers who 
stood on the medal stand at the 2009 Binghamton Open Sunday afternoon. OôConnor won the 157 
pound weight class for the second year in a row, while three freshmen finished among the top six in 
their collegiate openers. 
 
OôConnor scored at the buzzer to defeat Rutgersô Daryl Cocozzo, 3-1. The two-time All-American 
went 5-0, winning one of his matches by fall and two by technical fall.

Hempstead, NY - The Hofstra Wrestling team begins its 2009-10 regular season this Sunday, 
November 15 when the Pride entertain the Bulls of the University at Buffalo at the Mack Sports 
Complex. Here is the Pride's 2009-10 preview. 

 
2009-10 Pride Preview 
Heading into the 2008-09 season, Hofstra Pride Head Wrestling Coach Tom Shifflet was faced with 
rebuilding a roster that lost five starters from the squad that captured a 15th-place national finish and 
its eighth consecutive conference title, including seven in the CAA, in 2008. 

Armed with 13 returning wrestlers, including several key red-shirt freshmen, and some talented 
newcomers, the Pride became battle-tested during the season. While Hofstra's 63-consecutive 
conference match undefeated streak came to an end during the regular season, the Pride rebounded 
to make a late season charge to their eighth straight CAA Championship. With three conference 
champions, three finalists and two wrestlers earning at-large bids, the Pride was able to send the 
most wrestlers to the NCAA Championships since 2006. While several wrestlers fell just one match 
short of All-American honors, the optimism is high entering the 2009-10 season. 

Shifflet and his staff will face a new obstacle this season and that is depth. The Pride's small roster of 
20 could present problems should the injury bug hit the team. Hofstra is still relatively young with only 
three seniors, two of which are projected starters. But the Pride return 13 wrestlers, including six 
starters and five NCAA qualifiers, as they go after their 10th consecutive conference crown. 

125 

The 125-pound weight class is one of those areas that could suffer from a lack of depth. Sophomore 
Steve Bonanno, who had an outstanding freshman season, returns to a starting role and is the only 
horse in the stable in 2009-10. The Wantagh, New York, native recorded a 29-15 record as a true

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native has the experience and knowledge to help fill the void. Franco, a native of Monroe, New York, 
was a five-time New York State place winner including winning the state title in 2008. The Monroe-
Woodbury High School graduate placed second in New York State as a freshman and a senior and 
tallied 208 victories during his scholastic career. Freshman Steve Barrere, from South Side High 
School in Rockville Centre, New York, will be looking to challenge Franco and Rotella. "With Lou 
Ruggirello and his pinning ability out of the lineup this season, we are obviously going to be giving 
away points in duals and tournaments," Shifflet commented. "Lou's taking the year to wrestle freestyle 
and get a little bit better in some areas that needed some work. But Jeff Rotella and Jamie Franco will 
square off for the starting job. The competition is good as both are hungry and motivated to fill Lou's 
shoes." 

141 

With Justin Accordino moving up a weight class, another battle for the starting role, between red-shirt 
freshman Tyler Banks and true freshman Luke Vaith, is expected at 141 pounds. Banks, a three-time 
Connecticut State champion, returns after wrestling in only four matches, at 149, due to an injury in 
2008-09. He'll be pressed by three-time freestyle All-American and four-time Minnesota State place 
winner Luke Vaith. The Hastings, Minnesota, native, who captured the state title as a senior, recorded 
a 198-19 record during his scholastic career. Freshman Daniel Manley, a two-time sectional all-star 
from Ardsley (NY) High School, will also be looking for time in a reserve role. "We have a couple of 
talented guys who will battle for the starting spot in Tyler and Luke," Shifflet said. "Both are former 
state champions and are extremely motivated to win the job. The only thing they lack is college 
experience. They are both working hard and progressing daily." 

149 

The 149-pound weight class is another place where an injury will cause someone to wrestle up. 
Sophomore Justin Accordino, an NCAA qualifier who received an at-large bid last season, moved up 
from 141 pounds to take over this class. The Wilkes-Barre, Pennsylvania, native recorded a 25-13 
record last year and fell one win short of the All-America round at the NCAA Championships after 
placing third in the CAA Championships. "Justin is another guy who is self-motivated and has brought 
himself to a leadership role on the team," Shifflet says. "He is a great teammate who has worked hard 
here and at other camps this past summer to get better and prepare for the season. The staff is 
excited about his progress in many areas." 

157 

Senior Jonny Bonilla-Bowman returns for his third and final season at Hofstra. The Pomona, New 
York, native, who tallied a 24-9 record last year, has captured three conference championships 
including two CAA crowns. He was another Hofstra wrestler who fell one win short of making the All-
America stand last March. Ryan Colmer, a red-shirt freshman from Duncansville, Pennsylvania, 
posted a 3-4 record in open tournaments last year and will back-up Bonilla-Bowman. "Jonny Bonilla-
Bowman is one of the guys on the team who leads by example," Shifflet says. "He is always the last 
person out of the wrestling room and puts in the extra work needed to be a winner. He really has a 
love for the sport and it shows. He is a crowd-pleaser on the mat because people love to watch him 
wrestle. He's aggressive and wrestles the full seven minutes. He has lost twice in the All-American 
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round at nationals but we're expecting great things from Jonny this season." 

165 

The 165-pound weight class also sees wrestlers on the move as sophomore P.J. Gillespie jumps 
from 149 to 165 this season. The Long Beach, New York, native bounced back from an early season 
injury to make a late season run that led to him defeating the top three seeds for the CAA 
Championship at 149 pounds. Gillespie, the CAA Rookie of the Year, posted a 21-15 record and lost 
in the All-America round at the NCAA Championships. "P.J. is certainly big enough to wrestle at this 
weight class," Shifflet explains. "He showed the discipline and dedication to the team to compete at 
149 pounds last year and won the CAA title. He overcame some obstacles, including a shoulder 
injury, but stayed strong and had a solid finish. His NCAA Championship appearance last March 
should give him the confidence needed to know that he can reach the All-America stand." Freshman 
Justin Patus, from Sachem North High School on Long Island, will back-up at 165. 

174 

Junior Ryan Patrovich moves up a weight class to 174 pounds this season and is the front-runner for 
the starting job left vacant by the graduation of Alton Lucas. The Bohemia, New York, native posted a 
22-10 record, placed third at the CAA Championships and earned an NCAA Championships at-large 
bid. He made the biggest noise on the first day at nationals with a victory over the top-seeded 
wrestler in the country. "Listening to Ryan after nationals last year, we believe moving him up to 174 
is the right decision," Shifflet says. "This gave him an opportunity to lift hard all summer and work on 
his technique and be more offensive this year. Together, we have made a commitment to get Ryan to 
Omaha in March and have success. He has worked very hard and put in the extra hours on the 
tactical and strategic part of his wrestling to get there. It should be an exciting season for Ryan." 
Sophomore Lawrence Beckman, who wrestled in the first open tournament of the year before being 
sidelined for the remainder of the year with an elbow injury, will challenge Patrovich for the starting 
job. The Greenville, Pennsylvania, native was an all-state selection in high school. "We expect 
Lawrence to bounce back from his injury and compete for the starting job," Shifflet said. "If he doesn't 
win the job, we expect that we will be using him quite a bit with his talent and the strength of our 
schedule." 

184 

Sophomore Ben Clymer is expected to return to his starting role at 184 pounds this season. The 
Germansville, Pennsylvania, native and former state champion posted a 21-12 record and showed 
great promise while finishing third in the CAA Championships. "Ben is another one of those guys on 
the team who came really close last year," Shifflet says. "He suffered a couple of close conference 
losses to eventual All-Americans but fell a little short at the end of the season. It also showed him that 
he wasn't far away. He knew the things that he needed to work on and took the summer to improve, 
and has the burning desire to become an All-American." Clymer will be backed up by Nazareth, 
Pennsylvania, native and red-shirt freshman Pat Murphy, who saw action in five matches last season.  

197 
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Fifth-year senior Anthony Tortora is the front-runner for the starting job at 197. The Chappaqua, New 
York, native wrestled at 184 pounds, posting a 12-11 record, and at 197, recording a 2-5 mark, last 
season. The former All-New York scholastic selection will get his first collegiate shot at being a 
starter. "Anthony wrestled up last year and did a nice job," Shifflet said. "He is committed to winning, 
has a great attitude, is motivated, and has the opportunity to do great things in his final season. I have 
no doubt that Anthony is going to surprise some people this season." Bridgewater, New Jersey, 
native and senior Jonathan Rothman, who has also served as a multi-weight class utility wrestler 
during his Hofstra career, will challenge Tortora for the starting job. 

285 

The 285-pound weight class is a weight class that not only saw last year's starter leave school, it is 
also a class short on depth. This leaves the door open for red-shirt freshman Paul Snyder to step in. 
The two-time Pennsylvania State Championship place winner was stymied by a knee injury last year 
and wrestled in just three open tournaments. But the Pride staff is confident in his abilities. "With his 
knee injury last year we decided it was best to red-shirt Paul and get him ready for this season," 
Shifflet said. "He may start off slowly this season but, with additional match experience, we expect to 
see some great progress from Paul as the season moves along. He has a great attitude and has a 
great deal of potential."

COLUMBIA, Mo. - No. 19 Illinois and No. 10 Missouri split the 10 bouts, but a fall at heavyweight 
gave the host Tigers the 18-16 victory at the Hearnes Center Thursday night. Junior John Deneen, 
filling in for B.J. Futrell at 125, scored Illinois' only bonus points of the night as he registered a 9-0 win 
over Troy Dolan.  
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"We wrestled our tails off tonight," Jim Heffernan said. "We got upset in one match but we won all the 
toss-ups. Our effort was great and the guys did awesome."  

No. 7 Jordan Blanton started the dual well for the Illini, scoring a 7-4 win over No. 20 Dorian 
Henderson at 174. The pair battled to a 3-3 tie after the first period and Blanton started down in the 
second. He escaped to take a 4-3 lead and the period ended with the pair on their feet. In the third, 
Henderson started down and escaped, but Blanton scored a takedown and added riding time for the 
victory.  

But the Tigers won the next three bouts as No. 2 Max Askren notched a 9-4 win over No. 10 John 
Dergo at 184 despite Dergo holding a 4-3 lead in the third period. After earning a caution, Askren 
escaped, scored a takedown and got a three-point near-fall to pull away for the win. At 197, No. 13 
Patrick Bond gave up an escape and a takedown in the third period before Brent Haynes added riding 
time for the 4-1 Tiger win. And No. 1 Mark Ellis earned a fall in 3:54 on redshirt-freshman Pat Walker 
to put Missouri ahead 12-3.  

But Deneen sparked the Illini comeback with his 9-0 win over Dolan, an opponent he dropped a 2-1 
decision to last season, at 125. After a scoreless first period, Dolan started down and Deneen 
notched a three-point near-fall for a 3-0 lead after two periods. In the third, Deneen chose neutral and 
got a takedown before adding another three-point near-fall and riding time for the major decision.  

"John Deneen was awesome," Heffernan said. "He got thrown in there at the last minute, did a great 
job of making weight and majored a guy who beat him least year. He was phenomenal."  

At 133, redshirt-freshman Daryl Thomas couldn't mount a late rally against Missouri's Nathan 
McCormick, who led 3-1 after two periods and held off Thomas for the 3-2 win. But junior Ryan Prater 
got the Illini back on track at 141. Prater scored the first takedown against Todd Schavrien but the 
Tiger earned a reversal to even the score. Prater reversed Schavrien and added two near-fall points 
for a 6-2 lead after three minutes. Schavrien started down in the second and got a reversal and a 
three-point near-fall, but Prater eventually escaped and got another takedown to regain a 9-7 
advantage. Prater started down in the third and escaped, but Schavrien got within a point at 10-9 with 
another takedown. Prater reversed him for two then added a two-point near-fall and riding time for the 
15-9 win, bringing the Illini within 15-10.  
 
Sophomore Eric Terrazas scored four third-period points to take a 4-2 win over Brandon Wiest at 149, 
cutting Missouri's team lead to two points and senior Clint Arlis gave Illinois its first lead since the 
opening bout with his 3-2 win at 157 as the Illini pulled ahead, 16-15.  

The match came down to 165 pounds, where redshirt-freshman Conrad Polz squared off with No. 7 
Nick Marable, a two-time All-American. After a scoreless first period, Marable started down in the 
second. He escaped and got a takedown to take a 3-0 lead, but Polz escaped before time ran out. 
The Illini started down in the third and escaped, and Marable was hit with a stalling warning, but Polz 
wasn't able to finish any late shots as he dropped a 3-2 decision to the Tiger senior.  
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"Conrad had two or three chances to take the guy down and came close," Heffernan said. "He's in a 
situation where if he beats a two-time All-American, we win the match; he did everything he could and 
Marable was just able to hold him off long enough."  

The Fighting Illini return to the practice room before splitting up for the Sprawl and Brawl duals and 
the Missouri Open on Sunday, Nov. 22. At Sprawl and Brawl, Illinois will face Pittsburgh, Davidson 
and West Virginia.

The Elk Point, S.D. native scored a technical fall 
over South Dakota Stateôs David Michaud by a score of 17-2 (5:52).  Curran notched five takedowns 
in the match. 

ñJoe has been making the most connections in training and that is why he was out there tonight,ò 
Jackson said. ñHe and Jerome Ward have a battle going and both have done a good job.

ñMatt worked hard about being aggressive,ò explained Santoro. ñWhen heôs aggressive heôs at his 
very best. Heôs strong and wrestles with good positioning.ò 
 
One of the most competitive weight classes in the preseason has been 149 and on Friday the four 
grapplers who took the mat did not disappoint. In the main bout, true freshman Joey Napoli reversed 
sophomore Brian Tanen to open the second period, but Tanen forced overtime with a pair of 
escapes. In the 30 second tiebreaker periods, Napoli rode out Tanen for 30 seconds and then 
reversed him to pick up the 4-2 victory. In an exhibition bout, junior Kyle Rosser and freshman Justin 
Koren were locked in a defensive battle, but a takedown from Rosser in the final eight seconds of the 
third period propelled him to a 3-1 win. 
 
At 157, freshman Josh Fitch pulled a minor surprise with a 5-3 win over incumbent starter Sean 
Bilodeau. The sophomore Bilodeau scored the first takedown late in the first period, but Fitch scored 
a reversal in the second and added a third period takedown plus riding time advantage to earn the 
win. 
 
ñFitch is a great kid who works hard,ò said Santoro. ñHeôs very hungry because he didnôt have the 
opportunity to wrestle for a long time. Heôs a competitor and he showed it tonight.ò 
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Next up was an exhibition bout as senior Mike Galante, the incumbent starter at 165 battled strong 
true freshman Austin Meys, who weighed in at 174. The match had no meaning in terms of potential 
starting roles, but Meys used his weight advantage to secure the only takedown of the bout in the 
second period and added a penalty point and an escape to edge Galante 4-3. 
 
Another highly anticipated matchup was at 174 where junior Alex Caruso met freshman Robert 
Hamlin, who won 30 matches in his deferred season last year. Hamlin secured the first takedown late 
in the opening period. Caruso answered with a similar low single-leg takedown in the second, but with 
escapes in the second and third periods Hamlin prevailed by a narrow 4-3 margin.

Fargo, N.D. - The Minnesota wrestling team opened their season today (Nov. 14) at the Bison Open, 
and did so in dominating fashion, winning titles in seven weight classes with 14 wrestlers making it to 
the championship round. 

Five Gopher wrestlers defended titles led by Jayson Ness (Bloomington, Minn.) at 133 who is now a 
three-time Bison Open Champion. Ness' only Bison Open loss came in his freshman season in the 
championship round. As a senior in 2009 he tallied three first period falls before matching up with 
teammate David Thorn (St. Michael, Minn.) in the finals where the two shared the title. In the first 
action of his college career, Thorn won three matches by two decisions and one third period tech fall 
to advance to the finals. 

At the top of the line-up, Zach Sanders (Wabasha, Minn.) claimed the 125-pound title for the second 
consecutive season, again beating Trent Sprenkle of host North Dakota State in the finals. Sanders 
won his first two matches by fall before a 13-6 decision in the semifinals and 17-7 major decision in 
the finals for the title.  

At 141 pounds, Mike Thorn (St. Michael, Minn.) also repeated as champion, beating teammate Bart 
Reiter (Gilbertville, Iowa) to do so. As was the case for the Gophers throughout the day, Thorn was 
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dominant, winning two matches by fall and one by major decision before a tech fall in the finals. 
Reiter, in his first collegiate action, earned two wins by decision and a third by major decision en route 
to his appearance in the finals.  

A year ago Mario Mason (Moorestown, N.J.) shared the title at 149, but this season it was all his as he 
went 5-0 in the tournament. Mason won his first match by tech fall and also tallied a major decision on 
his way to the championship round. His opponent was Gopher rookie Danny Zilverberg (Wayzata, 
Minn.) who won his first career match by fall in the first period before making his way to the finals. In 
the championship match Mason tabbed a 7-4 decision for the win.  

The final Gopher to defend a title was heavyweight Ben Berhow (Hayward, Minn.), who shared 
champion honors with freshman Tony Nelson (Cambridge, Minn.). Berhow ended his first match with a 
pin in less than two minutes and then added a 15-4 major decision for a berth in the championship. On 
the other side of the bracket, Nelson earned a close 2-1 decision for his first career win and then 
notched a 7-0 win over fellow freshman Jake Kettler (Ramsey, Minn.) in the semifinals. Continuing in 
dominating fashion, the Gopher boasted three of the four heavyweights competing in the semifinals.  

One-upping the heavyweights, however, were the 174-pounders who claimed all four semifinal spots 
in their class. Scott Glasser (Bismarck, N.D.) earned a 5-2 win over Kevin Steinhaus (Pennock, Minn.) 
for a berth in the finals and Nate Matousek (Glencoe, Minn.) tallied a tight 2-1 win over Matt Everson 
(Mitchell, S.D.) in the other semifinal. Glasser would go on to win the 174 title with a 14-1 win. 

The last all-Gopher final was at 197 where Sonny Yohn (Alamosa, Colo.) met up with Joe Nord 
(Waconia, Minn.). Yohn tallied two tech falls and one major decision in advancing to the championship 
round while Nord notched a fall and two major decisions on his way to the finals. In the championship, 
Yohn was able to score a 10-2 victory. 

The final Gopher to appear in the finals was Alec Ortiz (Grand Ronde, Ore.) at 165, who got there via 
major decision, fall and decision. In the championship, Ortiz came up just short of a title, falling 9-7.  

The Gophers also claimed three third place finishes on the day for a very successful season opener.  

"There was a lot of good," head coach J Robinson said. "I think we learned a lot, and got a good look 
at where we're at. I think our young recruiting class showed a lot. We had a lot of freshman in the 
finals, and they really went out and got after people. Overall our guys went out at battled and it was 
really good to see."  

The Golden Gophers will return to the mat in one week when the head to Nebraska-Omaha and the 
Kaufman-Brand Open on Nov. 21. Always highly competitive, Minnesota won two titles at the 
Kaufman-Brand in 2008, and they will look to continue their early season success as they build 
towards their first dual meet on Nov. 28 at Williams Arena, when they host Cal State-Bakersfield.

Then redshirt freshman Ellis and teammate John Olanowski 

claimed victories at HWT and 125 pounds, respectively.

senior campaign.  Missouri's 165 pound starter and two-time All-American opened with a 20-6 win by 

major decision over Joseph Ali of Oklahoma State and followed with a fall in 1:12 over Mike Wierra of 

North Central College.  The Tiger grappler went on to record his second win of the day by major 

decision, topping Danny Grater of Ft. Hays, 13-5, in the semifinals.   The final match of the night 

paired Marable with Blake Malloy, also of Ft. Hays State.  Marable wrapped up a 6-3 win by decision 

claiming Missouri's second title of the tournament. 

Henderson, a sophomore, rebounded from a hard-fought season opening loss by rattling off five 

straight wins and claiming the crown at 174 pounds.  The 2009 NCAA qualifier began tournament 

competition with a 26-8 win by technical fall in 5:40 over Ashton Cooper of Missouri Valley.  

Henderson finished the Mules' annual event with a 9-4 win by decision over Oklahoma State's Mike 

Benefiel.   

Sophomore transfer Scott O'Donnell (Kansas City, Mo.) earned runner up honors in the 149-pound 

weight class, falling to Oklahoma State's Albert White, 4-1, in the title round.  O'Donnell recorded one 

of 17 Missouri falls on the day, managing a pin in 4:41 in his bout with UCM grappler Johnny Cloutier.   

Patrick Wright (Grand Ledge, Mich.) a sophomore, also managed a second place showing, finishing 

behind Neil Erisman (Oklahoma State) at 157 pounds.  Wright closed out the day with a 4-1 record, 

outscoring his opponents, 43-18. 

Competing at heavyweight, No. 1 ranked Mark Ellis (Peculiar, Mo.) and sophomore teammate 

Dominique Bradley (Blue Springs. Mo.) suffered semi-final round losses and competed against each 

other for third.  Bradley held off Ellis, 2-1, in the second tiebreaker.

Dwyerôs Pin Locks Down Season-Opening Victory Over No. 11 Wisconsin 

Lincoln - Leading by just three points heading into the final match, senior Stephen Dwyer notched a 

pin at 174 pounds to secure a 26-17 victory for the seventh-ranked Nebraska wrestling team over No. 

11 Wisconsin on Sunday afternoon at the NU Coliseum. The Huskers improve to 10-0 in season-

opening duals under head coach Mark Manning.  

Nebraska claimed three-straight victories to open the dual, but a Wisconsin comeback capped by a 
Andrew Howe fall at 165 pounds closed the Husker lead to 20-17 with one match remaining. Dwyer, 
who is ranked No. 6 in the nation at 174 pounds, broke a 3-3 tie in the third period when he pinned 
Brendan Ard in 5:25 to send Nebraska away with its 15th consecutive victory in season openers. 

The Huskers won 6 of 10 matches overall and grabbed a nine-point lead (20-11) with two bouts 
remaining when defending national champion Jordan Burroughs pinned Wisconsin's Greg Burke at 
157 pounds in just 25 seconds. The senior from Sicklerville, N.J., registered a takedown 11 seconds 
into the match, before putting Burke away with the sixth fall of his career and 86th overall victory. 
Burroughs' pin (0:25) is the quickest fall by a Husker in a varsity match during the Big 12 era. 

Nebraska also turned in a pair of major decision wins from senior Craig Brester (197 pounds) and 
junior Mike Koehnlein (141 pounds). Brester defeated Jackson Hein, 14-2, behind three takedowns 
and a near fall in the first period, while Koehnlein used two near falls en route to a 12-2 triumph over 
Trey Bertram. 

Koehnlein was one of five newcomers in the NU startling lineup, including 184-pound redshirt 
freshman Josh Ihnen, who opened the dual with a 6-1 decision over Jimmy Duffy. Ihnen's win was the

Meanwhile, the majority of the Huskers will travel to down Interstate-80 to the Kaufman-Brand Open in 
Omaha, Neb., on Saturday, Nov. 21.

NU Claims Titles to Start Season at Eastern Michigan Open  

Precin wins 125-pound varsity division while Levi Mele takes freshman/sophomore title

YPSILANTI, Mich. -- Northwestern captured a pair of weight class titles at the season-opening 
Eastern Michigan Open Saturday in Ypsilanti, Mich., both of which came from NU's 125-pounders. 
Two-time All-American Brandon Precin coasted through the Open division--surrendering only two 
points in four matches--while Levi Mele, a former high school state champion in Utah, won the title in 
the freshman/sophomore division in his debut with the 'Cats. 

At the other end of the weight spectrum, NU redshirt sophomore heavyweight Ben Kuhar took third 
place in the Open division by winning four matches in the wrestleback bracket. Junior Andrew 
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Nadhir wrestled to fourth at 149 pounds, Aaron Jones nabbed sixth at 184 while senior Dominic 
Marella placed fifth at 157 pounds. Complete brackets and results are available in PDF format at the 
top of the page. 

Precin, who finished third in the nation last season, opened Saturday with a pin over Findlay's Dan 
Blair before posting 7-0 and 6-0 victories over Christian Cullnan of Central Michigan and Matt Fields 
of Purdue, respectively. Precin was tested in the final by Edinboro's Eric Morrill but eventually held on 
for a 4-2 win. 

In the freshman/sophomore division, Mele opened with a first-round pin of Cleveland State's Matt 
Peters and followed by posting back-to-back wins by a score of 9-1 to reach the weight class final 
against Ben Sturgeon of Findlay. Mele wrestled to an efficient 5-0 win over Sturgeon to cap an 
impressive start to his NU career.  

Kuhar downed Michigan State's Steve Andrus in his season-opening match before falling to eventual 
champion Ed Phillips of Michigan in the second round. But Kuhar bounced back to tear through the 
wrestlebacks, eventually defeating Navy's Danny Miller in the third-place bout by a slim 3-2 margin. 
 
Nadhir defeated Michigan State's Phil Khozein (14-4) and Central Michigan's Justin McDermott (3-2) 
to reach the semifinals of 149 but lost 3-2 to eventual champ Glen Shober of Navy. Nadhir won one 
more match in the wrestleback before falling in the third-place bout 7-3 to Nick Bertucci of Purdue. 

After wrestling last season at 165 pounds, Marella did well at 157 on Saturday, winning four matches 
on his way to fifth place. Three of Marella's wins came by major decision, including an 18-8 win over 
Big Ten foe Kyle Dooley of Illinois. The Wildcats entered two true freshmen into the 157-pound 
division in Kevin Bialka and David Helmer. Bialka reached the semifinal round thanks to a major 
decision and a pin in his first two matches before falling to Ohio State's Tony Jameson, 16-9. 

Meanwhile, Helmer won two matches in the wrestlebacks to set him up with a match against Bialka. 
The NU teammates needed overtime to decide the match and Bialka eventually prevailed, 2-1, to 
send him into the third-place match where he lost 8-5 to Edinboro's John Greisheimer. 

Marcus Shrewsbury went 2-2 for the 'Cats at 184 pounds, defeating Neil Hyska of Michigan State 9-
3 and Corbin Boone of Cleveland State 4-0 in the wrestlebacks. 

The Wildcats' start to the 2009-10 season rolls on next Saturday when they host the NU Duals in 
Welsh-Ryan Arena, with Northwestern's trio of dual matches scheduled to begin at 10 a.m., noon and 
2 p.m., respectively. 

Nadhir Wins Three Matches for 'Cats at NU Duals  

Northwestern falls in Big Ten opener to Purdue

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EVANSTON, Ill. -- Northwestern junior Andrew Nadhir won all three of his matches Saturday at the 
NU Duals in Welsh-Ryan Arena as the Wildcats posted a 1-2 record on the day. The Wildcats 
knocked off St. Cloud State 17-12 in the opener before falling in its ensuing matches to Stanford (27-
6) and Big Ten foe Purdue (33-7). 

Nadhir improved to 6-2 on the young season by downing St. Cloud State's Alex Kontz by major 
decision (11-3) and defeating Stanford's Mike Kent and Purdue's Nick Bertucci by decision.

NORTHWESTERN 17, ST. CLOUD STATE 12 

In Saturday's opening dual, St. Cloud State got on the board first at heavyweight when Jacob Kahnke 
edged NU's Ben Kuhar, 5-4. Northwestern quickly tied the match at three with a win at 125 by Robert 
Joyce, who defeated SCSU's Trent Herold 4-3. Herold scored a two-point takedown with just 20 
seconds remaining in the match to tie the score at three, but Joyce scored on an escape in the 
waning seconds to earn the decision. 

Senior Eric Metzler followed that up with a 4-0 decision at 133 over Shane McQuade, racking up 1:22 
worth of riding time during the match. 

Following a double-forfeit at the 141-pound weight class, Northwestern posted back-to-back major 
decisions, beginning with Andrew Nadhir at 149. Nadhir began expanding his lead over SCSU's Alex 
Kontz with a quick escape and takedown in the second period. The NU junior went on to amass 3:22 
of riding time in posting the 11-3 victory. 

At 157, Marella worked hard in the final minutes of the match to ensure the bonus point victory, wisely 
allowing John Sundgren a one-point escape late to give himself an opportunity for a two-point 
takedown and an 11-3 major decision.  

St. Cloud State recovered over the next two matches as Tad Merritt and Shamus O'Grady won 10-3 
and 10-4 decisions at 165 and 174, respectively, to bring the team score to 14-9. Freshman Marcus 
Shrewsbury (184) battled at 184 in his first collegiate dual match start, narrowly losing 3-2. 

The outcome of the dual rested on the 197-pound match where John Schoen faced Luke Munkelwitz 
with the 'Cats leading 14-12. Schoen came out aggressively, notching a takedown in the first 15 
seconds to take the lead. An escape by Schoen to start the second gave him a 3-1 lead but 
Munkelwitz pulled back within one on an escape in the third. Schoen fought off Munkelwitz' every 
attempt to score late in the match, maintaining his one-point advantage to give NU the dual match 
victory.

Heavyweight Ben Kuhar lost another close decision to open NU's dual with Stanford, falling 3-1 to 
Dylan Rush with the deciding takedown coming late in the second period. 

The 125-pound match was a high-scoring affair from the start, with Stanford's Ryan Mango jumping to 
an 8-6 lead over Northwestern freshman Levi Mele--making his first dual match appearance--after 
just one period. Mele rebounded to score three points (one escape, one takedown) in the second 
period and take a 9-8 advantage, a lead he held for over two minutes into the third frame. After 
starting the third in a neutral position, the two remained scoreless until the final 10 seconds when 
Mango managed to gain control and eke out a late one-point win. 

Andrew Nadhir (149) was the first Wildcat to post a win against the Cardinal, defeating Michael Kent 
13-6 at 149. Nadhir reeled off three takedowns in the first period and tacked on two more in the 
second. Kent was never able to take down Nadhir, who racked up 1:36 worth of riding time in 
securing the victory. 

Stanford answered with a 10-3 win at 157, where Lucas Espericueta topped Dominic Marella 10-3. At 
165, Robert Kellogg surrendered a pair of takedowns in the first period to Nick Amuchastegui before 
posting a reversal and an escape to pull within 4-3. Amuchastegui escaped to start the third period 
and scored one final takedown to wrap up an 8-4 win. 

After back-to-back decisions for Stanford at 174 and 184, John Schoen picked up a victory at 197 by 
defeating Richard Kessler, 8-4. As was the case in his previous match, Schoen was the aggressor 
early and held a 2-1 lead after one period. He opted for the bottom position in the second and used it 
to up his lead to 3-1 on an escape before scoring once again with a takedown. It was more of the 
same in the third period, with Schoen securing one more takedown and a riding time point to win 8-3, 
bringing the final score of the dual to 27-6.

Purdue's 11th-ranked Colton Salazar gave the visitors six more points with a pin of Northwestern 
freshman Kevin Bialka 4:40 into their match at 157, but Robert Kellogg responded for NU at 165 by 
defeating Jason Martin 10-1 by major decision. Martin scored only on a first-period escape while 
Kellogg was on top for a net total of 1:51 to earn a riding time point on his way to the major decision. 

Purdue was able to claim the final three matches, however, including at 184 where Shrewsbury again 
looked strong but fell just short, losing 5-3 to Nicholas Corpe on a late takedown. When it was over, 
the Boilermakers had won their Big Ten opener by a 33-7 margin.

COLUMBUS, Ohio - The third-ranked Ohio State wrestling team came up .5 points short of the 
Oklahoma Gold Classic championship Saturday in Brockport, N.Y., after scoring 144 points to first-
place finisher Oklahoma's 144.5. The Buckeyes, who opened their 2009-10 campaign in the 
tournament that featured some of the top wrestlers in the nation, were backed by a pair of champions 
in No. 1 seeds and team tri-captains Reece Humphrey at 141 pounds and Lance Palmer at 149 
pounds.  

Rutgers rounded out the Top 3 teams with 120.5 points. In fourth was Edinboro (110), followed by 
Kent State (100.5), Army (81), Liberty (37.5) and host Brockport (11.5).

Vallimont downs Galante in marquee match-up at 165

BETHLEHEM, Pa.; November 13, 2009 - The Penn State Nittany Lion wrestling team, ranked No. 15 in the initial NWCA Coaches Poll, 

dropped a hard-fought 23-14 dual meet at No. 17 Lehigh in the first dual meet for new head coach Cael Sanderson. Penn State won 
four of the ten bouts in the dual, including senior All-American Dan Vallimont (Lake Hopatcong, N.J.), who downed No. 12 Mike Galante 
at 165. 

With a line-up featuring three wrestlers making their collegiate dual meet debuts, the Nittany Lions opened up an early lead, fell behind 
but fought back to take a lead at intermission. But the Mountainhawks, returning eight starters from a team that went 22-1 in duals last 
year, won the final four bouts to pull away for the victory. 

Penn State got out to an early 4-0 lead as Brad Pataky (Clearfield, Pa.) used six takedowns to notch a 14-4 major at 125. But Lehigh 
followed with a major at 133 and a pin at 141 and three bouts in, Penn State found itself down 10-4. But two All-Americans helped 
propel Penn State to an 11-10 lead heading into intermission as Frank Molinaro (Barnegat, N.J.) got a 12-3 major off five takedowns at 
149 and senior Cyler Sanderson (Heber City, Utah) made his Penn State debut with a 5-2 decision at 157.

Over 4,000 fans watch Lions defeat Huskies in Cael Sanderson's coaching debut

STATE COLLEGE, Pa. - The Penn State Nittany Lion wrestling team, ranked No. 15 in the initial 
NWCA Coaches Poll, downed Bloomsburg 23-15 in the home opener for head coach Cael 
Sanderson's squad. Over 4,000 Penn State faithful watched as Penn State's young line-up won six of 
ten bouts for the win. Senior Cyler Sanderson (Heber City, Utah), ranked No. 5 at 157, downed No. 2 
Matt Moley of Bloomsburg in the day's signature bout.  

Junior Brad Pataky (Clearfield, Pa.), ranked No. 8 nationally, put Penn State up 4-0 early with a four-
point tech fall at 125, downing BU's Jason Guffey 22-7. Lion freshman Bryan Pearsall (Lititz, Pa.) was 
up 11-5 at 133 in his Penn State debut but got caught with a quick pin at 133 as BU's Dan Gaylord 
got the fall at the 5:28 mark to put the Huskies up 6-4. Bloom's Frank Hickman picked up a win at 141 
and BU quieted the Nittany Lion fans and led 9-4 after three bouts.  

But two Nittany Lion All-Americans sent the Penn State faithful into a frenzy in the next two bouts. 
Sophomore Frank Molinaro (Barnegat, N.J.) posted a 12-3 major over BU's Josh Roosa a 149, 
setting up the dual's marquee match-up at 157. Penn State senior Cyler Sanderson (Heber City, 
Utah) thrilled the Lion crowd with a superb 3-2 win over Bloomsburg's Matt Moley. Sanderson was 
ranked No. 5 at 157 while Moley entered the bout ranked No. 2. The decision gave Penn State an 11-
9 lead heading into intermission.  

All-American Dan Vallimont (Lake Hopatcong, N.J.), ranked No. 9 at 165, pushed Penn State out to a

Bloomsburg's Jake Dabashinky, putting Penn State back on top 17-15. Sophomore Cameron Wade 

(Twinsburg, Ohio), ranked No. 20 at HWT, put the exclamation point on the win by pinning 

Bloomsburg's Zach Walsh at the 4:42 mark, giving Penn State a 23-15 win.  

Penn State won six of the ten bouts and notched 20 takedowns to Bloomsburg's 11. Penn State had 
five bonus point in the bout while Bloomsburg picked up three on the quick pin at 133.

Boilermakers Place 10, Win Five Weight Classes At EMU Open 
  

Purdue's five individual championships were an all-time best at Eastern Michigan. 
Nov. 7, 2009  

YPSILANTI, Mich. - The Purdue wrestling team opened their 2009-10 season in grand fashion on 
Saturday, winning five individual championships and posting 10 placewinning performances at the 
Eastern Michigan Open, hosted by the Eagles in Bowen Field House. Junior Logan Brown repeated 
as tournament champion at 197 pounds, while classmates Colton Salazar, Luke Manuel, Akif Eren 
and Juan Archuleta all won their first career title at the event.  

Brown entered the season ranked 13th in the country by InterMat Wrestling, and defended his 
preseason mark with four consecutive victories on the day. He won his first match of the day by major 
decision, and capped the tournament with a win over 17th-ranked Anthony Biondo of Michigan in the 
finals.  

Salazar, ranked 11th in the nation at 157 pounds, knocked off a pair of highly-touted foes en route to 
the tournament crown, edging out seventh-ranked returning All-American Bryce Saddoris of Navy by 
sudden victory in the semifinals, 3-1, and topping No. 12 Kurt Kinser of Indiana in the finals, 7-5, also 
in an overtime session.  

Manuel opened his first collegiate season at 174 pound in a solid manner, winning his second career 
EMU title with a 4-0 mark. Ranked 11th in the preseason poll, he posted a major decision in the 
second round before slipping past Michigan's Justin Zeerip in sudden victory, 3-1, and handling No. 
14 Luke Rebertus of Navy in the finals, 8-3.  

Eren and Archuleta were solid throughout the day as they won four matches apiece at 133 and 141 
pounds, respectively. Eren won all four of his matches by decision, while Archuleta had a major 
decision, a sudden victory win and a pair of decisions, including his 2-0 blanking of Michigan's Mark 
Weber in the finals.  

Other placewinners for the Old Gold and Black were seniors Nick Bertucci and Sam Patacsil, junior 
David Pisarcik, sophomore Matt Fields and freshman Cashé Quiroga. Bertucci and Patacsil were 
third and fifth, respectively at 149 pounds, while Pisarcik injury defaulted to sixth place at 197 pounds 
after advancing to the semifinals, and Quiroga and Fields were fourth and fifth at 125.

EVANSTON, Ill. - The Purdue wrestling team opened its dual season with a 2-1 record, including 
their first Big Ten win of the season at the Northwestern Duals, hosted by the Wildcats in Welsh-Ryan 
Arena on Saturday. The Boilermakers lost their opener to Stanford, 19-16, but rebounded with wins 
over Northern Iowa, 24-9, and Northwestern, 33-7.  

Ranked juniors Colton Salazar, Luke Manuel and Logan Brown and sophomore Matt Fields all rolled 
to perfect 3-0 days, while junior Juan Archuleta had a pair of victories as well. Salazar had his first 
two pins of the season, while Brown posted his second major decision of the year.  

The Boilermakers' opener didn't go as planned as Stanford won six-of-10 bouts and picked up bonus 
points at 141 pounds en route to a 19-16 win. Winners for the Old Gold and Black were Fields, 
Salazar, Manuel and Brown as Salazar took a forfeit win, Brown posted a 10-1 major decision and 
Fields and Manuel settled for decisions. The matchup was the first ever between Purdue and 
Stanford as the Boilermakers drop to 103-30-6 in series openers.  

Purdue bounced back in the second match of the day as they downed Northern Iowa, 24-9, on the 
strength of seven victories. After losing the opener the Boilermakers rolled through three straight as 
Fields topped Caleb Flores, 5-4, Akif Eren took a decision over Ryan Jauch, 4-1, and Archuleta 
powered past Alec Hoffman, 8-4. Senior Sam Patacsil suffered a 3-2 setback for Purdue at 149, but 
Salazar righted the ship with his first pin of the season, a 2:07 stick of Tyson Reiner for six team 
points. The Panthers last win of the match came at 165 as David Bonin outlasted Jason Martin, 6-1, 
and Purdue rolled through the last three weights to finish the win. Manuel edged Jarion Beets at 174 
pounds, 3-0, senior Nick Corpe picked up his first career win at 184 pounds, topping Andy O'Loughlin, 
7-5, and Brown closed out the match with a 6-2 win over Dustin Bauman at 197.  

The win was just Purdue's fourth in the all-time series, improving to 4-13 against the Panthers in the 
first contest between the two since 2001. It also broke up a two-match slide against Northern Iowa 
and was the Boilermakers' largest winning margin over the Panthers, topping a 25-12 effort in 1996.  

Freshman Adam Walls started the Northwestern dual with a bang, sticking the Wildcats' Ben Kuhar 
just before the end of the second period for a 6-0 team win. Walls caught his opponent in a front 
headlock, dragged him to the mat and flipped him to his back for his second pin of the season. Fields 
followed up with his third win of the day, reversing Robert Joyce in the third period and riding him out 
for the 2-0 win, while Eren capitalized on a penalty point from Eric Metzler to eke out a 5-4 decision. A 
Northwestern forfeit upped the Purdue advantage to 18-0 in the team scores, but the Wildcats got on 
the board at 149 pounds as Andrew Nadhir avenged last weekend's to Purdue senior Nick Bertucci, 
8-4. Salazar needed 4:40 to stick Wildcat freshman Kevin Bialka, improving his record to 8-0 this 
season, and pushing the team score to 24-3. Northwestern's last win of the day came at 165 pounds 
as Robert Kellogg notched a 10-1 major decision over Jason Martin. Manuel, Corpe and Brown 
capped the rout with consecutive decisions at 174, 184 and 197 as Manuel defeated Frank Battaglia, 
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10-3, Corpe scored a pair of takedowns en route to a 5-3 win over Marcus Shrewsbury, and Brown 
blanked John Schoen, 6-0.  

The Boilermakers' rout of Northwestern snaps a two-match losing streak to the Wildcats, giving them 
their first win in the series since 2004, which was also the last time Purdue opened the Big Ten dual 
schedule with a victory. The Boilermakers' 26-point advantage on the scoreboard is the second 
largest Purdue victory in the history of the series, falling just shy of a 28-0 shutout in the 1946-47 
series.  

The Boilermakers continue their grueling dual schedule on Friday, traveling to Columbia, Mo., to face 
the eighth-ranked University of Missouri, and follow up with several entries in the Missouri Open next 
Sunday.

Howe scored 10 
takedowns, one reversal and two near fall points before pinning Ward at 6:24. It was Howe's first 
career pin, and it gave the UW six points, narrowing Nebraska's lead to 20-17. 

At 174 lbs., true freshman Brendan Ard took on No. 6 senior Stephen Dwyer. After a scoreless first 
period, Dwyer got on the board first with a reversal. Ard responded with an escape and then took the 
3-2 lead with a takedown. Dwyer evened the score with an escape at the 54-second mark in the 
second. All tied up at 3-3, Ard chose down to start the third and shortly after, Dwyer pinned Ard at the 
5:25 mark, giving the Huskers six points and a team victory of 26-17.

Cowboy Wrestlers Top Trappers 24-13 in Season-Opening Dual  

Wyoming won six of 10 matches, with bonus point victories from Davis, LeBlanc and Martinez.

In a performance that earned a team win and gave a variety of `Pokes some dual experience, the 
University of Wyoming wrestling team opened the 2009-10 season on Friday night against the 
Northwest College Trappers with a 24-13 victory at home.  

On the evening, UW won six matches while NWC, an NJCAA school from Powell, Wyo., took four 
bouts in the UniWyo Sports Complex. However, the Cowboys were on the plus side in three of four 
lopsided matches and those bonus points are what ultimately propelled them to victory in the season-
opening dual for both teams.  

Despite Wyoming's team win, Cowboy head coach Mark Branch was not satisfied with his team's 
showing in front of the home crowd.  

"Although we did have a couple guys who performed okay, I expect a certain tenacity and attitude 
from my team and I did not see that tonight," Branch said. "No one wrestled to the best of their ability. 
I could make excuses for them but that will not help us in the long run. The particular make-up of our 
team on any given night does not matter. The bottom line is that we have to go out and perform."  

Returning All-American and No. 5-ranked Joe LeBlanc led the way for the `Pokes with a win by fall at 
184 pounds. The Cowboy sophomore pinned NWC's Jarrett Baker at 4:04 in the second period after 
rolling to a commanding 12-2 lead. LeBlanc racked up two takedowns, two nearfalls and a reversal 
before putting his opponent on his back.  

Another UW sophomore, No. 17 ranked Michael Martinez, got his team a big win at 125 pounds. 
Martinez used four takedowns, three nearfalls and a reversal to earn a technical fall win, 18-3, over 
Phillip Grout.  

Tyler Davis, also a Wyoming sophomore, wrestled at 165 pounds and worked hard for a 9-1 major 
decision victory over Zach Oppenheimer.

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The Cowboys also got wins from redshirt freshman Kasey Garnhart at 133 pounds, senior Cory 
VomBaur (141) and junior heavyweight Matthew McLaughlin.  

Four Wyoming wrestlers competed for the first time for their team in a dual match: Garnhart, 
sophomore Mikah Kadera (157), McLaughlin and redshirt freshman Colton Zier (149).  

UW sophomores Alfonso Hernandez (197), Dallas Hintz (174) and Kadera each dropped one-point 
decisions to the Trappers.  

"Give credit to Northwest tonight," Branch continued. "They had everything to gain, were more 
aggressive and wrestled with more heart. We are going to have to change our approach if we expect 
to improve during the Cowboy Open."  

On Saturday, Nov. 14, UW will host the 37th annual Cowboy Open tournament, all day in War 
Memorial Fieldhouse. The event is sponsored by UniWyo Federal Credit Union.  

Nearly 20 collegiate teams are expected to bring competitors and among NCAA DI schools bringing 
full squads are three Western Wrestling Conference rivals of the `Pokes: Air Force, Northern 
Colorado and Utah Valley. Event officials are anticipating nearly 400 individuals will compete.  

Tournament tickets are good for the entire day and are $10 for adults, $5 for youth 18 and younger. 
UW students can watch the event free with a valid ID.  

Cowboy Open results can be followed on TrackWrestling.com and matches are scheduled to begin 
on 10 mats at 9 a.m., running all day through the finals on Saturday evening.  

Defending event champions for the Cowboys are Shane Onufer (Elite, 174 pounds) and L.J. Helbig 
(Amateur, 184 pounds). UW also had three runner-up finishes and had five student-athletes place 
third at the tournament in 2008.

Plenty of Wyoming Cowboy wrestlers won multiple matches on Saturday at the 37th annual Cowboy 
Open in UW's War Memorial Fieldhouse, however five `Pokes sauntered all the way to the top of their 
brackets and won individual titles at their home tournament. The event is sponsored by UniWyo 
Federal Credit Union.  

A total of 10 UW student-athletes placed in the top-three of their weight groups. Wyoming also won 
Outstanding Wrestler awards in both the Elite and Amateur divisions, sophomore Joe LeBlanc and 
freshman Tyler Cox respectively.  

"As a whole we wrestled harder today," head coach Mark Branch said. "I want perfection and we still 
did not wrestle technically well, but we did come out and compete.  

"We struggled on bottom, which is disappointing because we have spent a lot of time on that this 
preseason. The team should expect to spend more time on that in the weeks to come.  

"There is a group of our guys wrestling with the attitude that I want, so hopefully the rest of the team 
takes notice and learns from the example of their peers. That is a great way to learn."  

No. 5-ranked LeBlanc led the UW team by example at the Elite 184-pound level. He simply 
dominated his competition, going 4-0 en route to his weight class win with all four wins coming by way 
of technical fall. LeBlanc beat Charlie Pipher of Western State College by a score of 16-1 in the final.  

Sophomore and No. 17-ranked Michael Martinez was one of the Cowboys who competed with the fire 
that Branch looks for, and in doing so won the 125-pound Elite weight class. Martinez was 4-0 and 
recorded three major decisions on the day. In the finals he got one of the biggest wins of his young 
career, beating No. 9-ranked Ben Kjar of Utah Valley by sudden victory decision 5-3. After forcing the 
pace in the closing minutes, Martinez earned the decisive takedown near the edge of the mat late in 
the overtime period.  

Cox, a UW freshman who will redshirt this season and competed unattached, had little difficulty 
winning the Amateur 125-pound bracket. Cox wowed the crowd with his array of moves, going 5-0 
and winning one match by technical fall and one by major decision. He beat Jesse Hillhouse from 
Northwest College, 2-1 in the final.  

Junior Cole Dallaserra looked strong in every match on his way to the Elite title at 149 pounds. 
Dallaserra, 5-0, had a win by fall, a technical fall and a major decision to his credit. He beat T.J. 
Hepburn from Nebraska-Kearney by a score of 7-3 in the final.  

No. 19-ranked Shane Onufer, UW sophomore at 165 pounds, posted a perfect 4-0 record with one 
pin and two major decisions. Onufer beat Northern Colorado's Justin Gaethje, 3-2 in their Elite title
